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CLASSROOM ENVIRONMENT FOR ASD PUPILS

· Staff well trained in difficulties of ASD pupils.

· Lively, motivational teaching style may confuse ASD child.

· Highly structured layout-clearly defined areas for each activity.

· Predictable routine for the day – work and play.

· Have class rules laid down.

· Visual timetables easily accessible.

· Well-defined individual workplace uninterrupted by others – not in paths to reach doors, equipment etc.

· Workplace away from visual distractions eg windows, sink, bookcases, computer, displays.

· Equipment well labelled and kept in the same place.

· Avoid excessive noise, eg chairs scraping on floor or being put up on tables.

· Plan for end of lesson – give plenty of time.

· Prepare pupils for fire-drills – rehearse route with Teaching Assistant

· Keep wall displays simple and well ordered.

· Identify any obsessions and remove from workplace – offer as rewards.
